ORIGINS Breed Society
Developed from a breed that grazed on Dartmoor in the 17th and 18th centuries. Established:

1909
CHARACTERISTICS
A hardy longwool breed, able to survive extreme weather conditions. Without Handle:
horns, the face is spotted or mottled, fringed with wool. Its fleece is long, curly, Medium/Demi-Lustre
heavy and lustrous.

Rare, mostly in South West England.
